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Abstract

Various miracles in nature involving light
occur such as colors of plants, trees and animals,
shades of sunrise and sunset, rainbow, blues of
ocean and sky, etc. Out of these wonders in
nature, luminescence is one of the wonders in
optics. Luminescence is observed in inorganic
materials. Recent research is characterized by
strong interaction among other branches of solid
state and between different areas of
luminescence using inorganic materials.
Luminescence in inorganic materials activators
plays an important role in imparting luminescent
properties. The activators used are commonly
rare earth ions or 3d elements. Luminescence
phenomena in this materials can be classified
depending on the excitation source used and
the time for which emission persists. The
coupling of inorganic and organic semiconductors
allows the most encouraging properties of the
inorganic component, e.g. the high electrical
conductivity, with the most favorable properties
of the organic component, e.g. the high
photoluminescence yield across the visible
spectrum. In this paper, best outcomes of
inorganic luminescence such as LEDs are
discussed.
Keywords— Phosphors, Inorganic Luminescence,
LEDs, activators
Introduction

Luminescence is an interdisciplinary
subject as it can be studied and is applicable in

various fields like physics, chemistry, biological
science, medical science, forensic science,
geology, material science, engineering
technology, etc. Recent research is categorized
by strong interaction among other branches of
solid state physics and between different areas
of luminescence using inorganic and organic
materials [1]. Luminescence is the generation
of light without heat. The term ‘luminescence’
was introduced by a German Physicist, Eilhard
Wiedemann in 1888. The hands, dials, scales
and signs of navigational and aviation
instruments and markings are often coated with
luminescent materials in a process known as
‘luminising ’. Both experimental as well as
theoretical approaches have been made for it.
Luminescence means emission of light by
appropriate materials when they are relatively
cool. Luminescence is well-defined as the
emission of radiation of the light by bodies,
which is in excess of that attributable to the
black body radiation and persist for longer
duration than the period of electromagnetic
radiation after the excitation stops. Traditionally,
luminescence is classified as fluorescence and
phosphorescence. The word ‘Luminescence’
which includes both fluorescence and
phosphorescence in material science,
engineering technology, etc. If the emission from
the material persists for a shorter duration i. e.
(<10-8 sec) then it is called as fluorescence
while phosphorescence persist for quite longer
duration (upto a number of seconds). The
situation is far more complicated in the case of
inorganic phosphors. The term phosphorescence
was first used to describe the persistent
luminescence (afterglow) of phosphors. The
mechanism described above for the
phosphorescence of excited organic molecules
fits this picture in that it is also responsible for
light persistence up to several seconds.
Fluorescence, on the other hand, is an almost
instantaneous effect, ending within about 10"8
sec after excitation. The term fluorescence was
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invented in 1852, when it was experimentally
demonstrated that certain substances absorb
light of a narrow spectral region (e.g. blue light)
and instantaneously emit light in another
spectral region not present in the incident light
(e.g. yellow light) and that this emission ceases
at once when the irradiation of the material
comes to an end. The name fluorescence was
derived from the mineral fluorspar, which
exhibits a violet, short-duration luminescence
on irradiation by ultra-violet light.
Luminescence in Inorganic materials

Material science is a vital technology,
to make it possible to design ecofriendly
materials for a scientific need. Therefore, ample
luminescent materials were investigated till
date as per the requirement. There are basically
two types of luminescent materials viz. inorganic
and organic. Luminescence in inorganic
molecules originates from the excitation of
activator atoms. The inorganic materials are
held together by strong covalent bonds between
atoms and then molecules and are therefore
molecular solids. In inorganic materials
activators plays an important role in imparting
luminescent properties. The activators used are
mostly rare earth ions or 3d elements. There is
a great amount of experimental evidence
showing that the ability of a material to
luminescence is associated with presence of so
called-‘activators’. These activators may be
special impurity atoms occurring in relatively
small concentrations in the host material, or a
small stoichiometric excess of one of the self-
activation. Several inorganic phosphors have
been developed and are routinely used in day
to day life[2].
Luminescence Phenomenon

Luminescence of phosphors is carried
out by two methods such as Excitation and
Emission. Luminescence emission occurs after
certain material has absorbed energy from a
source such as electron beams, ultraviolet or X-
ray radiation, chemical reactions, etc. The energy

lifts the atoms of the material into an excited
state, and then, because excited states are
unstable, the material undergoes another
transition, back to its unexcited ground state,
and the absorbed energy is liberated in the form
of either light or heat or both (all discrete energy
states, including the ground state, of an atom
are defined as quantum states). The excitation
involves only the outermost electrons orbiting
around the nuclei of the atoms. Luminescence
phenomena in materials can be categorized
depending on the excitation source used and
the time for which emission persists. In short, it
includes; absorption of excitation energy and
stimulating the system into an excited state,
transformation and transfer of the excitation
energy and emission of light and attenuation of
the system into an unexcited condition.

Several types of luminescence centre
consists of transition metal ions (Mn2+, Cr3+,
Fe3+), rare earth elements (RE2+/3+), more
extended defects (dislocations, clusters).
Evidently it is a two-step process; the excitation
of the electronic system of the substance and
the subsequent emission of the photons; these
steps may not be detached by intermediate
processes. However it is a broad term; several
kinds of luminescence are possible in crystals,
depending upon the resources employed to
excite the electrons. The area of the application
of materials is huge and wide-ranging [1].
Classification of luminescence

The following are varieties of
luminescence[1] which are very interesting to
know.

Bioluminescence, emission by a living
organism

Chemiluminescence, a result of a
chemical reaction

Electrochemiluminescence, a result of
an electrochemical reaction

Crystalloluminescence, produced during
crystallization

Electroluminescence, a result of an
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electric current passed through a substance
Cathodoluminescence, a result of being

struck by an electron
Mechanoluminescence, a result of a

mechanical action on a solid
Triboluminescence, generated when

bonds in a material are broken when that
material is scratched, crushed, or rubbed

Fractoluminescence, generated when
bonds in certain crystals are broken by fractures

Piezoluminescence, produced by the
action of pressure on certain solids

Photoluminescence, a result of
absorption of photons

Fluorescence, photoluminescence in
which the emitted photons are of lower energy
than those absorbed

Phosphorescence, fluorescence slightly
delayed after initial absorption of radiation (on
a scale of seconds to hours)

Radioluminescence, a result of
bombardment by ionizing radiation

Sonoluminescence, a result of imploding
bubbles in a liquid when excited by sound

Thermoluminescence, the re-emission of
absorbed light when a substance is heated

However, inorganic phosphors have
certain disadvantages. They are not cost
effective. Large displays cannot be made easily
as it is very difficult to make large size films.
The electroluminescent display requires more
power. With the miniaturization of electronic
devices it is desired to have displays which are
cost effective, requires less power to operate,
efficient and colorful. For such applications,
phosphors based on organic materials are more
suitable.
Important Advancements in Inorganic
Luminescence
1. Charge Transfer Transitions

An electron may jump from a principally
ligand orbital to a principally metal orbital,
giving rise to a ligand-to-metal charge transfer
(LMCT) transition. These can occur easily when

the metal is in a high oxidation state. For
example, due to LMCT transitions the color of
chromate, dichromate and permanganate ions,
mercuric iodide, HgI2, is red. This example
shows that charge transfer transitions are not
restricted to transition metals[3]. A metal-to-
ligand charge transfer (MLCT) transition will
most likely occur when the metal is in a low
oxidation state and the ligand is easily reduced.
2. d– d transitions

In compounds, the transition metals the
d-orbitals do not all have the same energy. The
splitting pattern of the d orbitals can be
designed using crystal field theory. The scope
of the splitting depends on the particular metal,
its oxidation state and the nature of the ligands.
In this case, an electron jumps from one d-orbital
to another. The ions that are inert to luminescent
emission are of yttrium, lanthanum, gadolinium
and lutetium. It is well-known that rare earth
metal ions are characterized by highly competent
to intra-energy conversion from the ligand
singlet (S1) into the triplet (T1), and hence to
the excited state of the central rare earth metal
ion [4, 5]. The metal ions exhibit sharp spectral
bands corresponding to 5Dx’!7Fx transitions.
This mechanism is characterized by the
molecules suspended in the dilute solution or
by high photoluminescence efficiency of about
20-95% [6, 7]. Unlike common fluorescent and
phosphorescent compounds, rare earth atoms
exhibit high luminescence efficiency with sharp
spectral bands relating electrons associated with
inner 4f orbitals of the central rare earth metal
ions.
3. Decay Characteristics

An investigation of the decay properties
of the luminescent materials indicates that they
fall into two broad categories. In first type, the
decay equation is given by:

I (t) = Io exp (-á t)
where Io is the initial intensity at time t

and á is a constant.
This closely resembles to the process

governing the growth of monomolecular
reaction[8]. This performance suggests that in
these cases the luminescence takes place by
simple excitation with subsequent optical
emission in the active centre, the excitation
energy remaining closely localized in the centre
between excitation and emission. The decay
constant is small and is independent of
temperature.

Most of the luminescent materials which
are valued for their long decay characteristics,
obey a decay equation of second type:

I (t) = Io /(ât+1) n
Where Io is the initial intensity, I(t) is

the intensity at time t, â and n are constants.
This equation is similar to the rate

equation for their bimolecular reaction. The
constant â is dependent on temperature. The
atoms or clusters of atoms become ionized
during the excitation and luminescent radiation
is emitted during recombination of the free
electrons and the ionized centres. Johnson[9]
has suggested that essentially all centres
become ionized during excitation and that a
majority of free electrons are recaptured into a
state, which has a very long lifetime (of the order
of milliseconds) because the optical transition
to the ground state is forbidden. These electrons
contribute an exponential components to the
decay curve. The remaining electrons are
captured at the trapping centres and are
released over a period of a time that is long
compared to the life times of the excited state
of the fluorescing centre. The second class
electrons is responsible for the bimolecular
component of the decay curve.
4. Concentration quenching

Luminescence efficiency depends on the
degree of transformation of excitation energy
into light, and there are relatively few materials
that have sufficient luminescence efficiency to
be of practical value. In order to enhance the
luminescence efficiency of a phosphor it seems
that the activator concentration in the host

should be as high as possible. However, it is
found that the luminescence efficiency
decreases if the activator concentration exceeds
the specific value known as critical
concentration. This outcome is called as
concentration quenching. If the concentration
of the activator becomes so high that the
probability of energy transfer exceeds that for
emission then the excitation energy repeatedly
goes from the one activator to the other and
eventually lost at the surface, dislocations or
impurities. Thus, it makes no contribution to the
luminescence. The efficiency then decreases in
spite of the increase of the activator
concentration. Fig. 1 gives the idea about the
concentration quenching.

5. Thermal Quenching

Since the interaction with lattice will be
temperature dependent, it is quite understandable
that the positions, splitting and the life times of
various energy levels of an activator can be
temperature dependent. It is quite common to
find that at lower temperatures the host lattice
offers conditions conducive for luminescence
while at high temperatures, the non-radiative
processes become dominant. This has been
termed as thermal quenching. For many
applications it is of prime importance. It governs
the operating temperature of the device based
on the luminescent material. In some cases
(e.g.Y2O3:Eu) increase in luminescence
efficiency at high temperatures has been
observed. This occurs due to the thermal
quenching of the processes, which compete with
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the desired emission.
6. Stokes Shift

Absorption and emission in gaseous
state consist of sharp line while in solids they
occur as bands. Transitions that are forbidden
in free State become allowed in crystals with
smaller probability. In solids the emission in
condensed media occurs on longer wavelength
than the absorption due to the influence of host
lattice. This is termed as Stokes shift. Greater
the interaction of impurity ion with the host
media, greater is the Stokes shift and the width
of the emission line. Stokes shift occurs due to
the difference in the interionic separation in the
ground state and excited state. The
luminescence centre expands on excitation of
cation electrons and contracts on anion electron
excitation in charge transfer transitions.
Phosphors that show an emission with a large
Stokes shift usually exhibit a low quenching
temperature. It is as shown by following graph
in Fig.2;

7. Scintillation

This phenomenon is identical to radio-
luminescence. It is named scintillation because
it is used as a technique to detect individual
light pulses generated by the incidence of each
X-ray or gamma ray photon or a nuclear particle.
Such light pulses are called scintillations, since
like a spark they are very short lived. Thallium
activated sodium iodide is a well-known
scintillation detector used for gamma ray
spectrometry. The intensity of the scintillation
(light pulse) is directly proportional to the energy
of the incident gamma ray photon (when it is

totally absorbed). The measurement of this
pulse intensity, therefore, provided the means
for knowing the gamma ray energy [10].
i) Stokes Shift for Scintillators

An important, broad concept to
remember for all scintillators is that:

1) Emitted photons are at longer
wavelengths (smaller energies) than the energy
gap of the excitation called the ‘Stokes shift’

2) The processes that produce the Stokes
shift are different in different scintillating
materials

3) This allows the scintillation light to
propagate through the material and

4) Emitted photons can’t be self-
absorbed by exciting the material again.
ii) Self-Activated Scintillating Crystals

Chemically pure crystal has luminescence
centres (probably interstitial) due to stoichiometric
excess of one of the constituents. Example: PbWO4
and CdWO4. Extra tungstate ions are the
activator centres in PbWO4 crystals.

It is noted that for spectroscopy, e.g. NaI
has high density, high Z, good photopeak,
inorganic (or better still semiconductor)
scintillator is suitable.
iii) Doped and Exciton Luminescence in
Crystals
a) For doped crystals: the decay time primarily
depends on the lifetime of the activator excited
state. Examples of doped crystals: NaI(Tl),
CsI(Tl), CaF2(Eu).
b) For crystals with exciton luminescence:

Example of exciton luminescence: BGO (bismuth
germanate Bi4Ge3O12).
LED

Light emitting diodes (LEDs) are
inorganic solid-state lighting source increasingly
being used in display backlighting,
communications, medical services, signage and
general illumination. LEDs are based on the
effect of electroluminescence, that certain
materials emit light when electricity is applied.
LEDs have no filament that heats up, instead,
they are illuminated by the movement of
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electrons in a semiconductor material, usually
aluminum-gallium-arsenide (AlGaAs). The light
emits from the p-n junction of the diode. LED
television sets were much thinner and brighter
than their predecessors: plasmas, LCD HDTVs,
and obviously the now humongous and outdated
CRT or cathode-ray displays. In this way, LED is
the best outcome of inorganic luminescence.
Conclusion

Luminescence is observed in inorganic
materials. In inorganic materials, activators
shows an important role in imparting
luminescent properties. The activators used are
mostly 3d elements or rare earth ions. Important
processes in inorganic Luminescence with LEDs
are also studied. Semiconductor diodes can also
be reformed to generate light, as in light-
emitting diodes and laser diodes. In this way,
LED is the best outcome of inorganic
luminescence.

FDI plays a multidimensional role in the
overall development of host economies. It is
widely discussed in literature that besides
capital flow FDI generates considerable benefits
such like employment generation, acquisition of
new technologies and new knowledge and
human capital development. There also have
some other benefits like contribution to
international trade integration, creating more
competitive business environment and
enhanced local enterprise development, flows
of ideas and global best practice standards and
increased tax revenues from corporate profits
generated by FDI. FDI plays an important role in
raising productivity growth in sectors in which
investment has been taken place. In fact, sectors
with higher percentage of foreign firms have
lower dispersion of productivity among firms.
This indicates that the spill-over effects helped
local firms to attain higher levels of productivity
growth. Besides being an important source for
diffusion of technology and new ideas, FDI plays
more of a complementary role than substitution
for domestic investment. FDI tends to expand
the local market alternating large domestic
private investment.

Further, FDI has a strong relation with
increased export from host countries. It also

tends to improve the productive efficiency of
resource allocation by facilitating the transfer
of resources across different sectors of the
economy. In general, a very little empirical
evidence is available on the impact of FDI on
rural economy and on poverty in particular.
However, in recent times there has been
increasing interest in studying the linkage
between growth and poverty. FDI inflows are
associated with higher economic growth, which
is critically important for poverty reduction. It
has been found that FDI had a positive impact
on poverty reduction in areas where the
concentrations of labor-intensive industries
were relatively high. The impact of FDI has been
found to be stronger in the countries with higher
education levels. However, FDI may indirectly
benefit poor by creating better employment and
earning opportunities for the unskilled workforce
in developing countries.
Importance of FDI

The host country aspires to receive FDI
inflows because of the potential benefits, the
most established benefit being that FDI
supplements the domestic savings of a nation.
Other payoffs include access to superior
international technologies, exposure to better
management and accounting practices, and
improved corporate governance. FDI is likely to
expand and/or diversify the production capacity
of the recipient country which, in turn, is
expected to enhance trade. On the other side,
foreign investors are motivated by profits and
access to natural resources. Therefore, large and
growing domestic markets are likely to receive
more FDI. Countries with abundant natural
resources such as mines, oil reserves and
manpower appear prominently on the
investment maps of foreign investors.

While the objectives of FDI can be
different from the home and the host country’s
perspectives, one of the major aims of attracting
FDI is overall development of the recipient
country keeping some specific strategy in view.
This can be done by achieving higher FDI inflows,
maximizing technology spill-over into the
domestic economy, or imposing local content
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requirements.
FDI in India

Starting from a baseline of less than $1
billion in 1990, a recent UNCTAD survey
projected India as the second most important
FDI destination (after China) for translational
corporations during 2010-2012. As per the data,
the sectors which attracted higher inflows were
services, telecommunication, construction
activities and computer software and hardware.
Mauritius, Singapore, the US and the UK were
among the leading sources of FDI.

In India, as a part of economic reform,
many of the states are simplifying the rules and
procedures for setting up and operation of the
industrial units. Most of the states, in addition
to Single Window System, provide various kind
of incentive for attracting investment in the new
industrial units as well as the existing ones. The
incentives may sector-specific or region-specific.
While it is common among the Indian states to
offer incentives to IT/TeS, Biotechnology,
tourism and the Micro, Small and Medium
Enterprises (MSME) sectors, at time special
incentives are also offered in industries such
as textile, food, fisheries, film, healthcare,
electricity generation etc. Most of the sector-
specific incentives in India take the form of
exemption from stamp duty, registration fees,
electricity duty and various types of taxes. SEZ
also enjoys various incentives mainly in the form
of various duty exemptions. The direct tax
benefits include exemption from commercial
tax, sales tax, value added tax(VAT), entry tax,
special entry tax, luxury tax, entertainment tax,
property tax, purchase tax etc., depending upon
the industry in concern. Exemption of
entertainment taxes in the tourism sector.

Empirical evidence in the context of
European union revealed that multinationals,
while making their location choices, focus their
attention to the overall tax burden rather than
on single corporate tax rate, that provides only
partial information. In view of this, in this study,
the states own tax revenue as per cent of NSDP
has been used to assess the impact of tax
structure on FDI flows.

The local policy environment is mainly
characterized by policies towards FDI, tax

structure and investment incentives provided by
the local government to attract FDI. Over the
past few decades, many local governments all
over the world have been actively involved in
improving the policy environment for promoting
their countries as attractive destination for
foreign investors. Those governments have
adopted a host of measures viz. liberalization
of laws and regulations for admission and
establishment of foreign investment projects,
provision of guarantees for repatriation of
investment and profits, establishing mechanism
for the settlement of investment disputes and
extending tax incentives to facilitate and attract

Constraints of Schedule Tribes in
perusing Higher Education: A study

of Padmapur block of Rayagada
district, Odisha

Abstract

This paper attempts to highlights
different constraint of Schedule Tribes which is
affecting to pursue higher education. Majority
population of the Rayagada District is
constitutes Schedule Tribes. Almost all belong
to poor family and in remote area so they are
unable to reach to the mainstream of the society.
They are still lying below poverty level. As
compared to other community Schedule Tribes
are far behind in education as well as social
activities and development. The tribes have been
confined to low status and are often physically
and socially isolated instead of being absorbed
in the mainstream the society. They are products
of different historical and social conditions.
They belong to different racial stocks and
religious backgrounds and speak different
dialects. Discrimination against women,
occupational differentiation, and emphasis on
status and hierarchical social ordering that
characterize the predominant mainstream
culture are generally absent among the tribal
groups. However, the mainstream population of
the society considers the general tribal
population as primitive, technologically
backward, and illiterate. All the constraints are
the root cause of tribals in perusing higher
education.

1. Introduction & Review of literature

Education plays the vital role through
aims and habits and culture sustains from
generation to generation. It is the process
through which the society deliberately transmits
its collected knowledge, skill and value from
generation to generation. With the knowledge
and skill level of education extended and
contributes to increase in national productivity.
One who is having good education he can
accumulate skill, knowledge which will be
beneûcial to their society. The problems arises
from some need or obstacle or accumulation of
frustrations or maladjustments and sometimes
all of these to gather, which threatens or has
already attacks the adequacy of the person’s
living situations or the effectiveness of his
efforts to deal with it. All these constraints
creating more problems for schedule tribes
educated youth in perusing higher education.
Prasad (1991) who found that the tribe’s men
desire an education which may enables them
to fit in to the modern world. Most of the
students are dropping their education because
of lack of suitability of present education with
the tribal culture. The author suggested that the
tribe’s men should concentrate more on skilled
occupations.
Tapse (1995) Enumerating the difficulties likely
to be experienced in the field of higher
education among the tribal students
recommended the remedial measures by which
these difficulties should be overcome. He
pleaded that tribal education must conserve and
develop the aboriginal culture and religion.
2. Sources of data collection

Data collection is done by direct
interview method where respondents directly
response questionnaire; the interview schedule
is composed with open- ended questions. A
qualitative study is done for the same.
3. Strategy of Investigation

This study was conducted in Padmapur
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block of Rayagada district of Odisha. Purposive
sampling technique was adopted for selecting
the sample of 80 ST educated youth. The tool
used for obtaining information was an interview
schedule. Case study and in-depth interview was
also done to validate the quantitative data with
qualitative. The secondary data was collected
through review of different documents.
4. Data analysis and Result
4.1. Low economic status: - Figure 1 depicted
that low economic status is the major problems
among the tribal educated youth, due to this
reasons they are facing difficulties in pursuing
higher education. Tribals enjoy low socio-
economic status. Miller (1988) has identified
four major classes of variables such as cognitive
variables, physical variables and motivational
variables where disadvantaged learners show
poor performance as compared with the
advantaged groups.
4.2. Linguistic problems
Problem of learning English: - Tribals need for
English is great, they face problems in learning
than their non-tribal counterparts. For tribals
their typical use of regional languages interferes
with English. (Figure 1)
Problems in learning to read:-Tribals have long
oral tradition. Their culture is oral. Their history,
myths and traditions are orally handed down
from generation to generation. Most of the
language does not have scripts of their own;
their oral tradition still continues to exist. (Figure
1)
4.3. Psychological problems: - Financial
problems of the tribals always make the tribals
in a very depressed condition. They have lots of
wants and but the means to satisfying them is
very less. It leads to many psychological issues
(Figure 1)
4.4. Academic and administrative problems:
- Even though the number of programmes for
the upliftment of tribal education is many, the
percentage of people receiving these benefits
is very less. Administrative authorities are

always showing very neutral attitude towards
the education of the tribals. (Figure 1)
4.5. Indifferent attitude of tribal teachers:
Teachers do not take much effort to improve the
educational level of the tribal students. Lack of
communication, high level of absenteeism in the
class, bad result in study, lack of attention in
classroom by the tribals are some of the factors
that has increased the indifferent attitude of the
teachers towards the tribal students.
 Tribal education has many problems to face as
hindrance for development. (Figure 1)
4.6. Social Problems

As Figure 1 revealed that 20% of tribal
educated youth are believed social problems as
an obstacle in perusing higher education.
Following are the major indicators of the social
problems identified in the study.
Tribal concepts of pleasure: Tribals are giving
more importance for their pleasure such as
dance, music and other types of entertainments
prevalent in the society.
Existence of ethnic stereotypes: Stereo typing
is a natural and inevitable. It helps us to organize
life. But such typing turns in to prejudice or
stereotypes when based on little facts and it is
used as a mechanism to establish the myth of
racial or cultural superiority.
Tribal concept of learning: In most of the tribal
cultures learning is an active pleasurable event
mostly carried on among peers. But the existing
system of education does not take in to account
their learning style.
Indifferent attitude of tribal parents: Tribal
parents are mostly illiterate. They always show
a very indifferent attitude towards the education
of their children. They are interested in providing
household responsibilities to their children a
very early stage of their education.
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Figure 1 represents no. of respondents facing
various obstacles in perusing higher
education
4.7. Economic Problems

The economic problems are the main
obstacle of the ST educated youth in pursuing
higher education. From the economic point of
view their position has been very miserable
because of lower occupation. Some time their
landless labourer; they had to utilize the land of
their landlord without any payment.  As it is
found in this study the most respondent’s family
occupation is agriculture and daily labourer for
which the respondents are facing financial
problems for pursuing higher education. (Figure
2)

4.8.  Source of Income:

Family source of income of respondents
was first analyzed to find out if they have to
face economic problems for pursuing higher
education. It was observed that 55% of
respondents are doing farming and 44% of total
percentages are daily laborer. As it is seen the
monthly income of the parents are very low.
When I visited the parents of a few respondents
in their villages, their poor economic status was
clearly visible from the thatched roofs and mud
walls of their houses.The parents are admitted
that it was very difficult for the villagers earning
livelihood from daily labour to afford education
for their children. Thus, a financial problem is a
major bar for higher education of ST educated
youth.

4.9. Opinion about Scholarships

It is an economic package of Government
to reduced economic hardship of the students
in their study. It is awarded to every ST student’s
studying in a school and colleges. The
scholarships awarded at different trades for
different courses as per the Government of
India’s scheme. Scholarships to ST students are
a thrust area of ST development departments,
activities in the state. Hence in the present study
it is imperative to know the scholarship is
sufficient for them or not for their higher study.
The following figure explains the opinion of the
respondents regarding this scholarship.

Figure 4 Represents distribution of
respondents on the basis of their views
related to the scholarship.

Students were asked question regarding
Post-Matric Scholarship. They replied that 65%
of respondents said not sufficient whereas 35%
of respondents say sufficient. Hence it is found
that the scholarship is not sufficient for their
study but they expressed that scholarship
reduced their economic hardship.
5. Conclusion and Recommendations

This study reûect the reality of the socio-
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economic and cultural factors among tribals can
be outlined as poverty and poor economic
conditions, social customs, lack of awareness
and understanding of the value of formal
education, conflict and gap between the home
and educational institution, etc. Studies on
educational deprivation of tribals have inevitably
linked it to their poor economic condition and
poverty. Education of tribals cannot be left to
short-term plan strategies. It is important that
planners take a long-term view which is
embedded in a meaningful policy framework.
The most important need to improve the
educational status of STs is to improve the
strength of the students from lower level to
higher level of educational system. Following
are some important recommendation to improve
the tribal education.

· Focused should be on quality and equity
rather than quantity in educational system. The
prime focus should be on provision of quality
education that makes tribal communities
economically effective and independent.

· In order to make education effective and
sustainable, building ‘Rural Community
Engagement ’ between the educational
institution and community is important

· Skill development, competency
building, and teacher’s motivation also need to
be strengthened for sustaining educational
development. The teacher should be made the
centre of educational transformation, and
therefore, must remain the primary facilitator.

· In a broader level the first step to
improve and to increase tribal’s participation in
Higher education is to improve their interest in
study even from the primary level. Motivation
classes, awareness programmes, special
incentives, more number of educational
institution in tribal areas. That will produce more
opportunity in higher education.

Introduction:
The Telecom regulatory Authority of

India (TRAI) is founded approx  22 years ago on
20th February 1997, through an Act named
telecom Regulatory of India Act 1997 passed by
parliament of India. It is a statutory body which
functions as a regulator of telecommunication
sector in India. Before the establishment of TRAI,
telecom services and tariffs were regulated by
Central government of India. This agency
consists of one Chairperson not more than two
full-time members and not more than two part-
time members. The present Chairman of TRAI
is Ram Sewak Sharma. TRAI’s aim  is  to  create
and maintain environment for development of
telecommunications in India to enable the
country to have a vibrant role in the emerging
worldwide information society. One of main
objectives of TRAI is to provide a competitive
and transparent environment that availed a level

playing field and facilitates fair competition in
the market.
Objective of the study:

Through this study we will try to
understand the functions, administration, of
Telecom Regulatory Authority of India and its
impact on Indian telecommunication sector.
Methodology:

This research is descriptive in nature.
Data are collected mainly from secondary
sources especially from websites, journals, and
research papers.
Administration of TRAI:

Administration of TRAI took place
through a Secretariat, and a secretary is the
head of it. The secretary processes all the
proposals, and organizes the agenda for
Authority meetings (after consulting with the
Chairman), prepares the minutes and issues
regulations in accordance to the meetings. An
advisor is there for assist him. The mattes on
which the TRAI work are Mobile Network, Fixed
and Interconnection Network, Policy Analysis and
Broad Band and, Service Quality, Cable &
Broadcasting Services, Economic Regulation,
Financial Analysis, Legal, International Relation
& Consumer Affairs  and Personnel &
Administration. Officers who work under TRAI
secretariat are selected from the Indian
Telecommunications Service and the Indian
Administrative Service. TRAI continuously issues
directions and orders on various matters such
as, interconnections, service quality, call and
data tariffs, Mobile Number Portability (MNP)
and Direct To Home (DTH) services.
Functions & Achievements of TRAI:

As stated above that TRAI is agency,
made by central government and working as a
regulatory body and a policy making institution.
The main works of TRAI are Allotment of
Spectrum: Spectrum allotment to the telecom
service provider is another main function of this
institution. Spectrum is allotted through auction,
and it is the source of revenue for central
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government.
Operate the Licensing Procedure: Issuing
license to the applicant company is also done
by TRAI. License is issued circle wise or all India
basis according to the requirements of
companies.
Maintain quality of service: This is one of the
important works towards consumers of telecom
services. The agency always take care to ensure
efficient service quality.
To Avail Affordable Tariff: Majority of the
consumers in India belonging to middle income
group and cellular services are like basic needs
of them. TRAI always ensures affordable tariff
to Indian consumers. Therefore tariffs in India
is claimed cheapest of the world.
Disposal of Conflicts: As a regulating agency
TRAI authorized to dispose the conflicts either
related to service providers or subscribers of
communication sector.
Interconnection Regulation: Regulation of
interconnections among the service provider is
also an important work of this agency.
Consumer Protection: TRAI always get alert for
the interest of consumers and other stakeholders
also.

Beside this TRAI facilitates the
consumers and service provider companies as
well. It launches many applications such as TRAI
CMS, DO Not Disturb (DND 2.0), TRAI My Speed,
TRAI My Call and the latest TRAIAPPS. These all
applications can be used for solving telecom
subscriber’s issues and redress of complaints
as well.
TRAI has also introduced some Portals for the
stakeholders such as :

B & CS Integrated Portal (BIPS) facilitates
Broadcasters and Distributors to submit
information related to Interconnection and other
agreements. Complaint Management System
TRAI CMS Portal is made available for solving
complaints related to Value Added Services,  it
enables users to fetch details of VAS services
activated on their phones. Mobile Number
Revocation List (MNRL) Portal- It facilitates
telecom service provider to furnish list of mobile
numbers permanently disconnected from their
network on monthly basis. Tariff Portal  through
this portal TRAI seeks feedback from consumers

/stakeholders about various Tariffs offered by
Telecom Service Providers.MIS Portal It is a web
portal used to upload 2G, 3G, CDMA, GPRS, etc.
data by TSPs for MIS reports. TSPs upload data
on this portal and after the verification of that
data by concerned division of TRAI, data is
transferred to the database to generate MIS
reports. NCCP Portal The main objective of the
National Do Not Call Registry is to control
Unsolicited Commercial Communication (UCC).
It is the list of all telephone numbers of the
subscribers who do not want to receive UCC.
The Telemarketer compulsory verify their calling
telephone numbers list with the NDNC registry
before making a call.TCCMS Portal This portal
has been made to help the customer in lodging
their complaints. It facilitates subscribers by
providing details of the complaint center for
doing a complaint with their telecom service
provider, and details of the appellate authority
to escalate the issue, if their complaint has not
been addressed properly by the telecom service
provider.

To maintain transparency in the industry
and provide a data based information of Indian
Telecom sector at regular time lag, various
reports and Publications is being published by
TRAI.
Challenges of TRAI:

To regulate a huge subscriber based and
competitive telecom market is one of the
challenging tasks for this institution. Indian
telecom market is most competitive market of
the world, after the entry Reliance Jio
competitiveness is touching new heights
continuously.

At present 4 companies are operating
telecom services in the market named Airtel with
28.35%, BSNL & MTNL with 10.48%, Vodaphone-
Idea with 29.12%, and Reliance Jio32.04%
market Share (Table-1).

About one third (32%) of all teenagers
who use the internet say they have been targets
of a range of annoying and potentially menacing
online activities – such as receiving threatening
messages; having their private emails or text
messages forwarded without consent; having an
embarrassing picture posted without
permission; or having rumors about them spread
online.Depending on the circumstances, these
harassing or “cyberbullying” behaviors may be
truly threatening, merely annoying or relatively

benign. But several patterns are clear: girls are
more likely than boys to be targets; and teens
who share their identities and thoughts online
are more likely to be targets than are those who
lead less active online lives.Of all the online
harassment asked about, the greatest number
of teens told us that they had had a private
communication forwarded or publicly posted
without their permission. One in 6 teens (15%)
told us someone had forwarded or posted
communication they assumed was private. About
13% of teens told us that someone had spread
a rumor about them online, and another 13%
said that someone had sent them a threatening
or aggressive email, IM or text message. Some
6% of online teens told us that someone had
posted an embarrassing picture of them without
their permission.
Incidents of Cyber Bullying in India

In November 2017, an MBBS student in
Kerala jumped to her death from the highest floor
of her college building. An examination of her
Facebook profile showed her displeasure over
the nasty comments made one of her peers.
Police suspect that cyber bullying provoked her
to take this extreme step.

In February 2017, the Akhil Bharatiya
Vidyarthi Parishad (ABVP) attacked students at
a literary event in Delhi’s Ramjas College.

At that time, little did a 20-year-old
student from Lady Shri Ram College, Delhi,
imagine that her online campaign against the
violence would change her life forever? The
student, GurmeharKaur, has ever since been
trolled and abused extensively on social media
platforms. Worse  still,  she  has  even  been
receiving death and rape threats!

This is just another example of the ugly
state of cyber bullying in India. Sadly, each day
yet another innocent life is subject to online
torments and cyber bullying in India.
Analysis of Case Study:

1. About 37% of young people between
the ages of 12 and 17 have been bullied online.
30% have had it happen more than once.
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2. 75% of teens in India. are online, and
the vast majority access the internet on their
mobile device, making it the most common
medium for cyber bullying.

3. 23% of students reported that they’ve
said or done something mean or cruel to
another person online. 27% reported that
they’ve experienced the same from someone
else.

4. Girls are more likely than boys to be
both victims and perpetrators of cyber bullying.
15% of teen girls have been the target of at least
four different kinds of abusive online behaviors,
compared with 6% of boys.

5. About half of LGBTQ+ students
experience online harassment — a rate higher
than average.

6. Instagram is the social media site
where most young people report experiencing
cyberbullying, with 42% of those surveyed
experiencing harassment on the platform.

7. Young people who experience
cyberbullying are at a greater risk than those
who don’t for both self-harm and suicidal
behaviors.

8. 83% of young people believe social
media companies should be doing more to
tackle cyberbullying on their platforms.

9. 60% of young people have witnessed
online bullying. Most do not intervene.
Impact of Cyber bullying on students

· Those who are cyberbullied are also
likely to be bullied offline later.

· Cyberbullying can result in serious
emotional problems for targets, including
anxiety, low self-esteem, depression, stress, and
suicide ideation,

· Those who are cyberbullied can feel
more uncontrollability than those facing
traditional bullying, because they have less
control over who views the bullying and less
ability to make the bullying stop. There can also
be more permanence with cyberbullying
compared to traditional bullying: nearly
everything on the Internet is available to
everyone, everywhere. It can be challenging to
erase information once it goes on the Internet

· Those who cyberbully are more likely to
have anxiety, depression, less life satisfaction, less

self-esteem, and face drug and alcohol abuse
· Both cyberbullies and targets of

cyberbullying report less school satisfaction and
achievement

· Motivations behind cyberbullying
include a lack of confidence or desire to feel
better about themselves, a desire for control,
finding it entertaining, and retaliation.

· Targets of cyberbullying have a greater
chance of becoming bullies themselves, as being
cyberbullied can lead to revenge bullying as a
way to cope. And, cyberbullies have a greater
risk at being bullied in return, resulting in a
vicious cycle. Being a cyberbully contributes to
a twenty-fold increase of also being a target of
cyberbullying.

There are several challenges for
addressing cyberbullying. Parents suggest they
lack the technical skills to keep up with their
children’s’ online behaviors. Schools are
educating about cyberbullying with policies,
training, and assemblies, yet don’t always know
when and how to intervene in cyberbullying
when it happens off campus. Law enforcement
often can’t get involved unless there is clear
evidence of a crime of threat to someone’s
safety. The most common strategies reported
by youth to cope with cyberbullying were
passive, such as blocking the sender, ignoring
or avoiding messages, and protecting personal
information. Those who are cyberbullied are
most likely to tell a friend about the incident.

A major proportion of the lower castes
are still dependent on others for their
livelihoodEg as labor to landlords or farmers.
Dalits do not refer to caste but suggest a group
who are in a state of oppression, social backward
and who are helpless and poor. Literacy rates
among Dalits are very low. They have meager
purchasing power and have poor housing
conditions as well as have low access to
resources and entitlements.

Structural discrimination against these
groups takes place in the form of physical,
psychological, emotional and cultural abuse
which receives legitimacy from the social
structure and the social system. Physical
segregation of their settlements is common in
the villages forcing them to live in the most
unhygienic and inhabitable conditions. All these
factors affect their health status, access to
healthcare and quality of life. There are high
rates of malnutrition reported among the
marginalized groups resulting in mortality,
morbidity, and anemia. Access to and utilization
of healthcare and education among the
marginalized groups is influenced by their socio-
economic status within society.

Caste-based marginalization is one of
the most serious human rights issues in the
world today, adversely affecting more than 260
million people mostly reside in India. Caste-
based discrimination entails social and
economic exclusion, segregation in housing,
denial, and restrictions of access to public and
private services and employment, and
enforcement of certain types of jobs on Dalits,
resulting in a system of modern-day slavery or
bonded labor.

People began to buy
machine- made textiles and thus Khadi began
losing out to the mill fabric. In January 1953,
the All India Khadi and Village Industries Board
was set up to provide employment to thousands
of spinners all over India. In 1957, the Khadi and
Village Industry Commission (KVIC) were
established to take over the work of the board.
KVIC was formed as a nodal agency to

promote Khadi all  over  India  through  its
exclusive outlets known as Khadi Bhandars. The
Government of India (GoI) has ever since
continued its support to Khadi. Khadi has been
considered that it is root in the freedom struggle
of India.Gandhi wanted Indians to spin their own
cotton thread and to weave Khadi, thereby,
providing employment to many Indians and
contributing to the country’s self-sufficiency.
POST INDEPENDENCE -DECLINE OF KHADI
TEXTILE INDUSTRY

During the post-independence era,
Indian industrialists set up capital intensive
textile mills. Due to mass production, these mills
could offer fine cloth at lower prices. Synthetic
material like polyester was available at a very
low price compared to Khadi. Thus despite all
policy incentives to popularize Khadi, people
bought machine made textiles.

In order to popularize khadi among the
masses, in 1957, the government set up the
KVIC. It had the following broad objectives:

· The social objective of providing
employment

· The economic objective of producing
saleable articles, and

· The wider objective of creating self-
reliance amongst the poor and developing a
strong rural community spirit.

Besides Khadi, KVIC also dealt with other
products such as toilet soaps, detergents, honey,
pickles, spices, incense sticks, handmade paper,
leather, ceramics, and many other agro-based
products. To keep the spirit of Khadi alive and
promote it as a national fabric, KVIC has set up
many outlets across India. As a result thousands
of spinners, who wove the fabric could sell their
output through the vast network of KVIC retail
outlets.However, the situation did not improve
much. The poor quality of garments sold through
the KVIC outlets, resulted in customers’
dissatisfaction. People even complained that the
quality of Khadi had deteriorated and hence it
faded easily. In the 1990s, very few people
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bought Khadi. Khadi was bought only during the
annual discount sale.

However, there were a few problems.
According to designers, the production of Khadi
was inconsistent and the cloth was prone to
shrinkage and fabric stretch. Besides, fabric
colours in khadi were also limited. Red tapism
and bureaucracy prevalent in the Indian system
further hampered the growth of the Khadi sector.
Inspite of having a wide distribution network,
there were problems, especially middlemen.
Corruption was rampant. With modernization
and globalization, khadi is already suffering a
loss of recognition. More and more people are
turning to big, flashy fashion brands with non-
Indian roots and less ans less people are using
traditional khadi clothes today.
STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM

Khadi is the most ancient fabric product
in the world. It is not just a cloth, but a whole
movement started by Gandhiji. The khadi
movement aimed to boycotting the foreign
goods and promoting our Indian goods, thereby
improving our country’s economy. Mahatma
Gandhi began to promoting the spinning of khadi
for rural self employment and self-reliance.
Khadi products usage will protect the welfare
of the rural workers. The cloth is usually woven
from cotton, and may include silk or wool.It is a
versatile fabric, cool in summer and warm in
winter. Though we have  many  benefits are
behind in the khadi products now a days people
prefer to buy mill made products rather than
hand made products because they could enjoy
high degree of sophistication in product design
so,  now a days using of khadi products declining
day by day though the boards and commission
for khadi, many of the people now a days don’t
know about khadi and why this movement was
started, who initiated it and its impact. It is not
well well promoted so, Khadi is still in the
introduction stage and, is now becoming a brand.

Moreover most of the khadi societies are
in moribund condition due to the shortage of

working capital. Khadi commission is dilly-
dallying to provide working capital. Contrary to
the directive of union government, Nationalized
banks reluctant to provide working capital to the
khadi agencies, resulting in serious financial
problem for the khadi producing units and also
the manufacturers  have been facing problem
due to liquidity crunch as the government is not
paying the rebate regularly so the
manufacturers couldnot promote their products
and services widely. The major reason for the
low demand of Khadi product is the low
awareness.

Sale of khadi products are faced with
substantial degree of competition from mill made
and other products, which use superior
technology and produce goods based upon
consumer’s taste. Besides khadi products are
mainly labour intensive. It means that most of
the production involves handwork and hence
less amount of capital( i,e machines etc) is used.
The production capacity of labour is mostly less
than that of capital especially in case of bulk
production. Hence, the capital intensive
approach costs lesser than the labour intensive
approach. Therefore, the cost of production of
khadi products is more than the other products
which are capital intensive. Since the cost of
production is more therefore the selling price
of khadi product also increased. Another
important problem while marketing of khadi is
high transport cost. As in the case of mill made
product all the process of khadi clothes
production would be done within the composite
unit but when compare to khadi since it is
handmade,  it is needed to carry from one place
to another place to finish the product completely
so as it  leads to high transportation cost.
Moreover, as we are in the modern world many
rural people are reluctant to work in the khadi
industry so it has become inabundant of labour
for production of khadi clothes hence the
manufacturers could not produce the products
as their expected target level thus it reduced
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the sales and margin. So, the khadi industry has
been facing a great challenge in the recent
years. Hence this present study has been
undertaken by the researcher.

The
total area of Theni district is 3242.3sq km and
five taluks and 22 town panchayat   and 130
village panchayat in Theni district. This present
study is descriptive in nature and the structured
questionnaire method was as a main tool for
collecting the primary data. The data pertaining
to demographic profile of the consumers, level
of satisfaction, problems in marketing of khadi
are collected through structured questionnaire
and the secondary data have been collected
from various articles and further details have
been collected from the various data sources
on the internet. The study covers both opinion
of consumers and manufacturers. For the
present study stratified random sampling
technique was used to select a sample of 50
respondents from different taluks in Theni
district. Simple average method and weighted
average method  are used  as a tool for analysis
of the data.

Its role as a language of Islam is also
made evident by the well-nigh universal use of
a form of the Arabic script for its written
transmission up to modern times, supplanting
a script of Indic derivation that had been used
for inscriptions before the coming of Islam.

Other languages that accepted the Arabic script
includeTaosug and Maranouw from the southern
Philippines, and it was also used alongside
scripts derived from Indian syllabaries for
writing Javanese and Sundanese.

There is only one example of the use of
an Indic script for an already Islamized Malay.
This is found on a tombstone from MinyeTujuh
in Aceh marking the grave of a Queen Alalah,
daughter of a Sultan Malik al-Zahir, who was a
khan and a son of a khan (the title suggests a
foreign origin). Dated in the equivalent of 1389
ce, it is written in an Indian script, and possibly
in an Indian meter; if this is so, it shows a
remarkable skill, even at this early period, in
using Arabic loanwords within the requirements
of Indic meters. The Malay inscription on the
Trengganu stone, it will be recalled, was written
in the Arabic script. The fact that there is a gap
of almost two centuries between this tombstone
and the earliest surviving manuscripts simply
emphasizes how arbitrary are the constellations
of chance that provide material for knowledge
of the progress and forms of Islam in the region.
By the seventeenth century Malay had absorbed
a rich stratum of Arabic loanwords and the
acceptance of Arabic structures, along with some
elements of Arabic morphology, provides striking
evidence of the permeation of the region by an
Islamic ethos and its modulation to the
expression of Islamic ideas. Many of these ideas
relate to religious matters, for example, those
relating to the ritual prayer, marriage, divorce,
and inheritance. Some Arabic words have
undergone a narrowing: that is to say, they have
lost a general meaning and kept only a religious
one. Others range from technical terms, relating
to religious matters and the administration of
religious law, or terms of medicine, architecture,
and the sciences, to the most common everyday
expressions. Sometimes the words are so
thoroughly assimilated that they would pass
unrecognized unless one were able to identify
them as Arabic by following through the
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patterns of sound change that Malay imposes
on the loanwords it absorbs. Most remarkable
is the adoption of an Arabic word to refer to local
systems of culture, law, and traditional
usage: adat (Arab., ¾˜adah ).  In  fact,  the
concept identified by the word is so
characteristically Malay that it would not be
recognized as an Arabic word unless its origin
were pointed out. The number of common Arabic
words in Malay—whether borrowed directly
from Arabic or indirectly from other languages
such as Persian—is well over a thousand. With
the growing intensity of Islamic awareness since
the 1980s, the number continues to increase as
individuals respond to an increasing need to
demonstrate their Muslim identity.

It is not only Malay that has received a
large corpus of Arabic loanwords; the same is
true of many of the Malay-related languages in
Sumatra, Java, and Borneo, notably Javanese,
Sundanese, Madurese, Acehnese, and
Minangkabau. The establishment of Muslim
communities in the Philippines likewise brought
numbers of loanwords to various Philippine
languages. In Tagalog the number is relatively
small, but in the southern Philippines, where
Muslim communities are concentrated, they are
more numerous.

A fragment of a stone pillar inscribed in
Malay in Arabic script which may be dated
between 1321 and 1380—a fragment of the
inscription is missing—marks the presence of a
Muslim community. By the fifteenth century
there is sporadic but more substantial evidence
of Muslims in the East Javanese  empire of
Majapahit, again from gravestones. Probably
they belonged to communities of merchants, but
this too is hardly more than surmise. Just as there
were Muslims in Java, there is evidence that
there were Muslims in the great Buddhist empire
of Srivijaya  based on South Sumatra, an empire
that thrived on trade and maintained close
relations with China and India.

This absorption of Arabic words in large

measure derived from the study of Arabic works
on the fundamental Islamic disciplines of
Qur¾˜anic   exegesis, traditions, and
jurisprudence, as well as bkf+practice and
spirituality i.e., tafs+r, %ad+th, fiqh, and
tacawwuf. It is only from the late sixteenth
century that manuscripts from these traditions
survive, whether in Arabic  or in Malay or other
regional languages such as Javanese. The Arabic
manuscripts, some doubtless copied on the
instructions of, or at least the permission of, a
teacher in the Muslim Holy Land are of various
levels of difficulty. Of works of tafs+r, that known
as Al-Jallayn is the most popular.

In fact it contains multum in parvo and
is an excellent work for early levels of study,
ideally suited for students who, though trained
in an Islamic school, are not native speakers of
Arabic. After Al-Jallayn, al-Bay w+’s Anwr al-
tanz+l takes pride  of  place,  followed by  al-
Khzin’s Lubb  al-ta¾˜w+lf+ ma¿n+ al-tanz+l.
There are in addition fragments of bkf+
commentaries, including al-Bayhaq+’s Kitb al-
tahdh+bf+ al-tafs+rcopied in 1652.

An important figure of state, Shams al-
D+n was the author of a significant corpus of
writings in both Arabic and Malay. He is in fact
the first local author known to have written
original works in Arabic, a tradition which was
long to continue. The single most important work
that he used as the basis for his teaching was a
summary of the key ideas of Ibn al-¿Arab+’s
system set out in a framework of seven grades
of being proceeding from the undifferentiated
Absolute through six manifestations to the
Perfect Man first formulated by the
Indian ¿lim Mu%ammadibnFadl Allah (d. 1590)
and effectively displaced that of al-J+l+, which
had been used by $amzahFanckr+.

By the second half of the seventeenth
century, ¿Abd  al-Ra¾kf  (1615–1690)  had
prepared a full rendering of the Jallayn tafs+r in
Malay. It was extended by one of his students,
Dwkd al-Rkm+, by selections from the qir¾t
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literature and citations from the tafs+r s of al-
Khzinand al-Bay w+. It is still reprinted with the
misattribution on the cover title Tafs+r al-Bay
w+. This rendering into Malay of the Jallayn
means in effect that there was a full
vernacularization of the Qur¾n in Malay, albeit
embedded in an authoritative commentary
before the end of the seventeenth century.

There are a number of similar court and
dynasty based histories of the states of the
Malay peninsula. Despite Arabic words in their
titles, however, many of them have more in
common with the Malay folk tradition than of
Arabo-Persian historiography. In fact, up to the
late nineteenth century only in a few cases did
works of this kind develop with the concern for
date and fact that characterizes Muslim
historiography as a whole. One is the historical
writing of Nkr al-D+n al-Rn+r+, an itinerant
scholar of Gujarati origin (an illustration of the

Under
this pilot scheme, the government initially kept
the target of diversifying 50,000 hectares of
paddy in particular selected blocks of seven
districts. The farmers who are registering under
this scheme want the government to fulfil its
promise and procure the production of maize,
soybean and arhar dal on the minimum support
price (MSP). Due to continuous paddy growing
in the State, about 1 meter of water table is
depleting per year. By diversifying the area of
non-basmati paddy into maize under this
scheme, the total saving of water is expected
to be 0.71 crore cm (1 cm = 1 lakh litres of
water). Haryana over the years has led to 60
dark zones in the State, which include 21 critical
ones in 10 districts.
REASONS FOR DEPLETION
Increased demand: for water  for  domestic,
industrial and agricultural needs and limited
surface water resources lead to the over-
exploitation of groundwater resources.
Limited storage facilities: owing to the hard rock
terrain, along with the added disadvantage of
lack of rainfall, especially in north-central Indian
states.

Green Revolution: enabled water-intensive
crops to be grown in drought-prone/ water
deficit regions, leading to over-extraction of
groundwater.
Frequent pumping: of water from the ground
without waiting for its replenishment leads to
quick depletion.
Subsidies: on electricity and high MSP for water-
intensive crops are also leading reasons for
depletion.

While thinking about Literature and

culture we need to search what the
interconnection is between literary trends or
culture or what is the impact depected through
the literature. What is the nature of that
literature or how they connect to each other that
is the important Part of this research paper tries
to search what is the exact concept of literature
and culture or how they developed that is the
Key point of this paper.

First we will see what the literature is.
Literature is a term used to describe written and
sometimes spoken material. Derived from the
Latin word literature most commonly refers to
work of the creative imagination, including
poetry, drama, fiction, nonfiction and in some
instances, journalism and song. in history of
English literature a lot of author wrote about
literature and culture. Literature enhances
element such as authentic material, language
in use and aesthetic representation of the
spoken language as well as language and
cultural enrichment. It is with this last element
that literature opens the door that leads to a
wider and closer look on the culture being on
inter disciplinary core, offers several
perspectives that also approach such as artistic
discourses social conventions and reflexive
impacts. It is important to mention that I
integrate literature and culture within instances
including pop music mainly. Thus literature is
not dealt with but a way more integrated to an
inter cultural experience.

We will see the what is the general
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characteristics of Indian culture. Indians have
called their culture by the name of human
culture. It has tried to be so comprehensive as
to suit the needs of every humans being,
irrespective of age, sex, color or race. As such it
has a universal appeal without any attempt at
conversion, people are converted to it. Without
any state support for the last several hundred
years and in spite of incessant attempts of
barbarous foreign invaders to root it out from
the soil of India. It has Flourished or endured.
Although born and development in India, it
spread over almost all parts of the earth. History
has not been able to trace its beginning, hence
it is taken in India as beginning less. It has
always existed in time and it shows no sign of
decay or death; hence it is spoken of as eternal.
It is called vaidic because the earliest literature
in which it found expression is the Veda, the
oldest books known to the world. It is called
Hindu culture or Indian culture, because it
flourished in its earliest stages on this (eastern)
side of the river Indus, which is the same as
Sindhus or Hindus in various languages.

As people interpret the world through
language there is a strong relationship between
culture and language and they cannot be
considered as separate entities. Culture has a
significant part in teaching and learning Foreign
Languages due to the fact that cultural aspects
attached to language are embedded in the study
of a language. Since language learning is not
simply acquiring the forms, cultural contest is a
prerequisite for not only cultural but also
linguistic compelence.

The significance of integrating culture
into language learning is noted by stern (1993)
who assert that learners should be speakers of
a language in the process of language learning.
He argues that linguistic competence is not
culture hence culture in language teaching
cannot be added to the language teaching
program such as skill as speaking, listening,
reading and writing. As kramsh (1993) states

‘’it is always in the background, right from day
one, ready to unsettle the good language
learners when they expect it least, making
evident the limitations of their hard won
communicative compelence, challenging their
ability to make sense of the world around them.
We will see the some authors wrote about
literature and culture first we will see the
Marxism and culture.

Marx’s was the contemporary of Ruskin
and George Eliot, but the Marxist interpretation
of culture did not become widely effective in
England until the thirties of our own century.
William Morris had linked the cause of art with
the cause of socialism and his socialism was of
the revolutionary Marxist kind. But the kind of
Morris position were older an inheritance from
the general tradition which came down to him
Ruskin.

Marx himself outlined, but never fully
developed, a cultural theory. it is casual
comments on literature, for example are those
of a learned, intelligent man of his period rather
than what we now know as Marxist literary
criticism.

Many theoretical approaches to literary
studies assume that the relationship between
literature and culture is an important one, in the
sense that literature both reflects and is a
means of reflecting on the culture in which it is
produced, that is to say, culture is a broad
concept that embraces all the aspects of the
human life. It includes everything humans do or
learn to do as members of society and it shapes
our thoughts and actions and often does so with
a “heavy hand” Furthermore literature can be
lied through different oral and so on. It is an
expression of culture because it conveys human
knowledge beliefs and behaviors.

Moreover literature is seen as a
reflection of culture and society portraying
people ideas and dreams set in certain time and
space frameworks in the most creative and
imaginary way. It both depicts and inspires
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social changes and is often treated as a credible
source of culture representation.

Literature and culture are deeply
interrelated and both have a strong connection
with each other, because during years and from
the oldest of time, literature embodied culture;
the first literary work in English language that
conveys cultural context about life is written in
old English which appeared in the early middle
age and here we near “Beowulf” from Anglo-
saxon literature, which is heroic epic poem.
Usually many writers would like to write about
heroine epic poem or stories in the old English.

The first thing is that the salary
earners have been facing lot of grievances the
present Income Tax Act is full of ambiguities. In
the first place is touching the line of absurdity.
Salary earners are one whether they are in the
government sector or in the private sector but
this act offers so many concession and
exemptions to government employees which
goes against the spirit of equality as enshrined
in our constitution. Then the employees are
further divided into specific and non- specific
employees which is totally irrelevant ridiculous.
Implementation of seventh pay commissions’
recommendations has caused a massive north
ward trend in salary and allowances.

Similarly, multiple definitions for salary
for different purposes are also ridiculous.
Therefore, Direct Tax Code should take
effective steps to address four issues:-

Raising the exemption limit.
Doing away with the division of

employees in different categories.
Uniform definition of salary.
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All the perquisites and allowances
should be exempted on a rational basis.

This paper aims to address above issues.
Direct taxes are a major source of

government revenues of the major contributors
to direct tax revenues salary earners form a
formidable segment. Not only they contribute
in handsome number the chances of tax evasion
are minimal as tax is deducted at source.

However a study of income tax
management reveals startling fact salary earners
are not only handed a rough deal they are the
most harried harangued and harassed lot.
Nobody doubts his honestly as a tax payer but
he has to pass through a labyrinth of confusing
provisions in the Income Tax Act, 1961. Although
this act has been amended many times in the
last six decades, but there is no improvement
in the position of salary earners. One of the
earners corner stones of tax administration is
simplicity. But if we have a else perusal of this
act, we will conclude that this tenet is missing.

The salary earners are confronted with
three contentious issues-division or distinction
of employees, definition of salary for various
purposes and treatment of allowances. A close
study of this Act would confirm that confusion
and complications have compounded for the
salary earners.
The basic issues for which the salary earners
are anguished are out lined below:
Exemption limit:

The union budget for 2019-20 exempted
incomes upto Rs. 5 lac from income tax, this
resulted in a saving of just Rs. 12,500 because
tax rates on income exceeding Rs. 5,00,000 were
not altered at all. It was an exercise to entice
the unwary tax payers in election year. It was a
master stroke in the eyes of Government. We
have to make two points in this connection.

1. The implementation of seventh pay
commission has raised the basic sic salary and
allowances of those who are in the lowest wrung
of echelons thus bulk of employees fall in the

tax net payment of taxes by this new section of
employees result in a depletion of purchasing
power which renders the basic intent of pay
commission recommendations totally worth less

2. The government defines economically
wreaker section of society as persons
comprising who have an income upto Rs.
8,00,000. Now, if the tax exemption limit is Rs.
5,00,000 mean that members of EWS are
subjected to rigors of taxation which will indeed
be a mockery of welfare state as enunciated by
late Frederick Benham.
Division of Employees:

The income tax act has always been pro-
government employees. A cursory look at the
provisions would come to the conclusion that
whether it is allowances or perquisites or
retirement benefits the government employees
enjoy an upper hand vis-à-vis-their counterpart
in private sector. The calculations are simplified
and exemption limits are very high. Now the moot
question is why this sort of discrimination? This
discrimination violates the very basic spirit of
equality as enshrined in our constitution. Several
studies reveal that private sector employees are
more hardworking, talented and almost free
from corruption as compared to government
servant then why a private sector employee is
forced to shell out more tax. The discriminatory
treatment in given below in Table A:-

category certain amenities are taxable in the
hands of specified employees only according to
sec.17(2)(3) of the Income Tax Act an specified
employees is one who fulfills one of following
conditions:-

An employee who is also a director in
the employees company.

An employee having substantial interest
in the employees company. Such employees hold
20% or more voting power in the employees’
company.

An employee is specified one if his
income from salary exceeds Rs. 50,000 per
annum.

In the present day scenario, such
classification is of no consequence. It only
evokes ridicule. It is irrelevant, outdated and
obsolete.

The government must ponder over this
aspect in all seriousness.  The impending direct-
tax code (here to after referred to as DTC) can
address this issue.
Definition of Salary:

This is the most problematic area in the
entire income tax exercise. Salary is simply
receipt of emoluments in only any form by an
employee from his current and former
employees, the shine of this simplicity of
definition is monetary, once we delve deeper
into the matter we find different definitions. This
is shown in Table B given below:

The plethora of definition is more than
enough to add to confusion.
Treatment of allowances:

The Income Tax Act 1961 classifies the
allowances into two category fully taxable
allowances and partially taxable allowances the
partially exempted allowances are again divided
in to two parts. In the first category we have such
allowances in whose case only savings in spending
of allowances is taxable where as some allowances
are taxable to a certain extent.

Then, there is case of entertainment
allowance the strict conditions for exemption from
entertainment allowances taxable, redness in to
a sheer throated exercise. In the ensuing
paragraphs we have out time treatment of certain
allowances specially entrainment   allowances.
Treatment of certain allowances:

According  to section  10(14)(1) special
allowances which is granted to meet expenses
wholly, necessarily and exclusively incurred in the
performance of the duties of an office will be
exempt from tax, to the extent to which such
expenses are actually incurred for  that  purpose.

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In other words, as per legislative intent if any
saving is there in hands of employees, it is subject
to tax. In this category the Government of India
has notified the following allowances.

a) Travelling allowance
b) Daily allowance
c) Conveyance allowance
d) Helper allowance
e) Academic allowance
f) Uniform allowance
As per legislative intent these allowance

are partially taxable, because if any saving exists
with reference to these allowances, it is subject
to tax. But practically these allowances are fully
exempt from tax because neither we do have such
a system where savings can take place nor we have
such a high degree of morality.
For example: if an employee goes out of station
for discharging his official obligations, he is paid
travelling allowance and daily allowances. After
completion of journey, employee submits his T.A
bill to the employer. If any saving is revealed by
T.A bill, employee is supposed to refund that
amount to the employer. T.A and D.A is not the
part and parcel of salary. These are given to the
employees to meet the cost of travel, employee
have no right on savings. Practically speaking
savings can take place, due to our system
prevalent. Ground realty is this that taking place
by adopting illegal measures, but such things are
not being reported on paper. Same phenomenon
is existing with reference to conveyance, helper,
academic and uniform allowances.

No real benefit is accruing to Govt.
exchequer by keeping these allowances partially
taxable. In more than 99% Income Tax returns there
is no taxable amount on account of these
allowances.

These allowances should be declared fully
exempt from tax. This step will also be helpful in
bringing simplicity in the tax structure. If these
allowances are continued to be treated as partially
taxable. It will make tax structure unnecessarily
complicated without any significant gain.

An attempt should also be made to bring
the tax rules nearer to ground realties. Education
allowance is exempt upto Rs.100 per month per
child to the maximum of two children. Similarly
hostel allowance is exempt up to Rs. 300 per month

per child to the maximum two children. Tribal area
allowance is exempt up to Rs. 200 per month. These
exemptions are available in Act, on these rates for
last 40 years.

A radical transformation has taken place
in Indian economy during last 40 years. These
exemptions have become totally irrelevant in year
2019. Therefore it is suggested either to grant at
least significant exemption on account of these
allowances or to make then fully taxable.
Treatment of Entertainment Allowances:

As per existing provisions of Income Tax
Law, Entertainment allowances is treated as
partially taxable allowances because firstly it is
included in the gross salary of the employee after
that a deduction is allowed to the Government
employee only under section 16(ii).
Least of the following amounts are allowed as
deduction:

1. 1/5 of basic salary
2. Actual amount of E.A received
3. Rs 5,000
More than 99% Government employee all

over the country are not getting the entrainment
allowance.

A natural question arises for whose
benefits this provision is existing in the tax law. If
Government is of the opinion that this provision
should continue in the tax law than what is sense
of 1/5 of the basic salary when pay scales of
Government employee have already been revised
in pursuance of the recommendations & the 7th

pay commission, provided the maximum limit of
exemption is Rs 5,000. This deduction should be
scrapped from tax law.
CNCLUSION

It is high time the salary earners must be
given a new deal. This new deal is possible only
when issues mentioned above are addressed
cautiously in the upcoming direct tax code. This
segment of tax payers needs a compassionate
treatment.
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
